Cllr. Breathnach thanked Martina O’Dwyer, Pat McGee and Oliver Dillon for their contribution to the CDB over the last number of years and he then welcomed Kevin Kidney, Jim Sheridan and Pat McGuinness who were replacing them on the County Development Board. 

2. Minutes of the previous meeting held on 21st November 2005
These were proposed by Martina Moloney and seconded by Jim Wadden. 

3. Matters Arising:
There were no matters arising. 

4. Presentation on the new structures within the Health Service Executive – Willie McAllister, HSE(NE)
Willie outlined in detail the changes in the administration of Health Services in Ireland generally and the North East in particular.
A copy of the presentation is attached. 
Cllr. Peter Savage stated that changing the structures within the HSE does not necessarily mean that they change the services and he doesn’t believe that anyone would benefit from better services. Cllr Declan Breathnach responded that it is the response to people that’s important. 

Willie stated that the aim was to adopt a “Chart Centre” approach to try and ensure a quick response. 

5. Presentation of Anti Racism and Diversity Plan for Co Louth – Mary Capplis, Louth County Council
A copy of the presentation is attached.

Mary asked for some nominees to sit on the sub group, Frank O’Brien, Jim Wadden, Vinnie Jackson, Ger McCormack & Willie McAllister, and a representative from the local authority agreed to sit on it. Ger stated that she has already made recommendations to the SIM Group on this and expressed the difficulty they had with a number of agencies not attending meetings, she asked all members who are sending representatives from their agencies to make sure they attend the meetings. 
6. Scheduling of CDB Subgroup meetings:
It was agreed that all chairs of the nine implementation sub groups were to liaise with Therese Mc Ardle in relation to dates of meetings. 

7. Endorsement of Local Development Agencies Plans – Recommendations from Louth SIM Group

The three agencies 2006 plans were endorsed by members of the CDB.
In addition, Drogheda Borough Council’s application for Sports Capital Funding was unanimously endorsed. 

8. Young Citizens Award:
Therese Mc Ardle stated that the sub group have met on two occasions. There were 16 applications submitted and all candidates were successful (full list of candidates included in pack). The local awards ceremony is taking place on 1st March 2006 at 11am in County Hall. Therese thanked all the members of the Young Citizens Award sub group.

10. Any Other Business:

Denis Cahalane expressed his concerns regarding the amount of sub groups of the CDB, he asked that the Anti Racism Working Group be coordinated by the SIM Group to cut down on the amount of sub groups. Ger McCormack agreed with this and said the SIM Group will have to decide on this. 
Maureen Ward asked when the notification letters for Peace II funding would be issued. Michael Curran informed her that they were and that all groups have been notified, there was a total of fifty applications and only €1.4m funding. Martina Moloney, Chair of Peace II Task Force added that the quality of applications was very good and that the vast majority qualified on the criteria. The Peace II Task Force tried to distribute the funding as fair and equitably as possible.
